Administrator or Counselor administers
“conjoint two-question screening.” If
student answer to both questions is
“yes,” student is referred to STARR
Interventionist.
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Student & Parent meet w/Administrator
and are given list of options.
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If STARR is chosen, student and
Administrator call Interventionist.
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Student contacts STARR Interventionist and
sets up an appointment for further screening.
Interventionist will email counselor to
confirm contact upon request, but sessions’
content is confidential.

Interventionist confirms appointment and
begins program.
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School is contacted after each of four sessions to
confirm attendance or non-attendance and

completion (or not) of program. Sessions’
content ic eanfidential
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STARR Program completion.

Interventionist determines more treatment is needed.
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Interventionist & Dr. Harper meet with student and parents to
make recommendations and referrals, if needed, for further
treatment and/or participation in 12-step meetinas.

Interventionist determines that no further treatment is necessary
